His crime is that he wrote a 
blog (The Saudis decided that made him guilty of “cyber-terrorism”.).  I 

recently helped organize a protest against his sentence outside the Saudi 
embassy in Los Angeles.  If you haven’t heard of him, Google his name.  

There is quite the international outcry about the case.  (Yes, that 
“Herald” streak still runs strong in me.)  

10.        What do you like the best about Queen’s Own?              

 I love the like-minded people I get to meet, the wonderful 
conversations we have, and the exciting projects (writing or otherwise) 

that we get to work on together.
